Proquest E-Book Collection
Go to the library website: https://library.aibtglobal.edu.au	

Click the ‘Search for a book’ in the middle tab and enter your login details and 
enter your search terms. You may search for a general subject like Accounting, 
Hospitality, Aviation, Nursing, etc. 
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Once you have found the book you want, click on the title to open and read or 
download the book. You may also share the link, get a citation for it or add it to your 
bookshelf. However, you will need to comply with the specified copyright limitations 
for printing and copying. These limitations will be included in the entry.

You may refine your results by using the filters on the left hand side for example 
date, author, subject or using the ‘advanced’ search tab to insert relevant filters. 
The advance search is located on the top left menu and allows you to search for 
terms in various parts of the book or author/title.



Journal Articles
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Go to the library website: https://library.aibtglobal.edu.au
Click ‘search for Business Premium Collection Articles, journals and magazines’.

This will provide access to over 160,000 Journal titles covering many topics 
including Accounting, Business, Nursing, Aviation, Hospitality and many more.

Search for a specific subject, title or author by entering the terms. Log in with
student AIBT email and ID details. A list of results will appear.

If there are too many results use the filters on the left hand side for example full 
text, date, author, subject etc. Also use “Advanced” search to further limit your 
search. The advanced search is located on the top menu and allows you to search 
for terms in various parts of the article including author, title, subject etc.
